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June 2026 Pastor’s Page — More about Temba Nkomozepi

In the previous issue of The Tidings, I introduced the new missionary our
mission team has chosen to support. I offer a little more this month, for us to better
understand what Temba is doing in Zambia, Africa.

Temba Nkomozepi is a missionary with the United Methodist General Board of &%
Global Ministries serving as an agriculturalist at Mujila Falls Agriculture Center in &
Kanyama, Zambia. He was commissioned by the United Methodist board in
October 2017.

The Mujila Falls Center traces its origins to the Musokatanda Agriculture Project,
launched in 1995 by Global Ministries missionaries in the southern part of the
Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC). Civil conflict there caused the relocation
of personnel to Zambia and the reconstitution of a food security ministry at Mujila Falls on 1000 hectares of
land donated by Chief Kanyama of the Lunda people. The chief's condition was that the center would teach
basic sound agricultural principles to the residents of his chiefdom. It was dedicated in the year 2000 and has
steadily grown in scope and importance to the area, also providing outreach to refugees from DRC.

Temba takes part in a range of agricultural, education, and health projects, as well as church growth and
development. Mujila Falls raises essential crops, such as corn, and engages in small animal husbandry, cattle
and goat milking, fruit orchards, tree nurseries, fish farming, and research.

Temba is from Zimbabwe where he received a Bachelor of Science degree in agriculture from the United
Methodist-related Africa University. He holds both Master of Science and the Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D.)
degrees in agricultural civil engineering, with an emphasis on water resource management, from Kyungpook
National University in Daegu, South Korea.

Property Pulse: Current Maintenance
Updates

Major gutter repairs have been completed = $18,000 (paid from the Building Fund). On November 30, 2025 a
major snow piled about 10 inches deep on the Fellowship Hall roof. In the days following, the freeze and thaw
process caused the snow to slide over the eaves and rip down sections of that gutter. 106 feet of gutter was
finally replaced on May 15. The contractor added a new facia board behind the gutter to better anchor it and
repaired the aging block that was broken by anchors drilled directly into the brick each time past repairs were
needed.

The AC unit in the Parlor has died and until that is replaced, classes and groups have the option of moving to
other spaces if it is hot and AC is needed. Donations to the “Building Fund” can be given to help with coming
projects & building repairs directed by the Trustees.
