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May 2026 Pastor’s Page : Introducing our new Missionary 
 
Our mission team has selected Temba Nkomozepi as the recipient of 
missionary support from St. John’s. The Fogleman’s had been supported 
by St. John’s for many years as medical doctors in Africa and when they 
were in worship in January, they announced that they were retiring in 
2026. 

Our annual budget supports several missionaries each year and Temba 
will be receiving the $1,500 a year that had previously gone to the 
Fogleman’s. These funds will go to enhance his agricultural program in 
Zambia, Africa. Our team thought this agricultural focus would fit well 
with the farming culture of Iowa.  

In an email response from Temba, he told our team: In addition to growing crops and raising 
livestock, our financial support also contributes to rural development and education. There is 
an early childhood center and a primary school currently, and plans are underway to open a 
vocational training school for the region. Temba became a Christian at age 15, was baptized 
and is now a graduate of Africa University—a Methodist founded school in Zimbabwe. He 
gets to share the love of Christ as he helps people learn sustainable methods of growing food 
and improving their livelihoods.
